Brazos Valley Art League

Established in 1973, the Brazos Valley Art League is home to a talented group of artists who 
work in all types of mediums. The organization is active in promoting arts and is involved in 
several Brazos Valley events, including Art Step (coming in June) and the Art and Street Festi-
val, which was held last month in downtown Bryan. Along with hosting two judged art shows 
each year in the Spirit of Texas Bank Gallery at the Arts Center, the BVAL helps members be-
come aware of opportunities to show and sell their art.

The BVAL encourages young artists, by giving $500 scholarships to area high school seniors 
who plan on continuing their education in the arts. This year's winners were Angela Ham and 
Mariann Elizabeth Cloud - their work is currently hanging in the Gallery@Dartmouth - stop by 
and see it soon!

Another way that the BVAL promotes young artists is through their Summer Art Camp - this 
June will mark the fourth year of their highly popular camp! Children ages 7 - 11 can partici-
pate, where they will learn about art history and use a variety of mediums to create their own 
interpretations of famous artworks. Classes run weekly beginning June 14th through July 2nd 
from 9:30 am to 11:30 am. Registration for these classes will be on Friday, May 21 from 3:00 
pm to 5:00 pm and on Saturday, May 22 from 10:00 am to 2:00 pm at the Arts Center (2275 
Dartmouth St., College Station) - cost is $45/student per week and includes all supplies. For 
more information on the classes, please call Nancy Elliott at (979) 422-3034.
